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The rules for paying for home care and day 

services are different in different parts of Wales.   

 

Benefits are paid by the Government using money 

from tax payers.  A lot of people get help to pay 

for care from benefits like: 

• Disability Living Allowance 

• Attendance Allowance 

• Carers Allowance 

• Independent Living Fund. 
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Being fair 

 

The law about how we pay for care was made 

in 1948. 

 

Wales has changed a lot since then.  We need a 

new law about paying for care. 

 

The 1948 law means paying for care: 

• is hard to understand 

• is unfair to some people 

• does not encourage people to save for care 

in their old age 

.   

We want a new law so paying for care: 

• helps people get on with their lives 

• gives people choice and control 

• makes sure everyone can get high 

quality care 

• makes sure everyone gets some help from 

the Government 
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• makes sure the Government gives most help 

to the people who need most help 

• is not too expensive to pay for  

• is a fairer system

• people who need care 

• their families 

• the Government (and tax payers)
